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Sermon Application Questions                  Prayer Requests 
1. Why is Paul such a fitting person to write about God's grace? 

 

2. If you trust in Christ, God calls you a "saint".  What if you do 
not feel very saintly? Why is a proper understanding of true 
sainthood important for believers?  

 

3. Discuss this definition for God's grace:  Grace is God’s 
undeserved favor shown to you, when you really deserve His 
wrath, because of Christ's work on your behalf. 

 

4. Discuss this definition for God's peace: Peace is that sense of 
settled safety you can have knowing that God is not mad at you, 
and instead, because of Christ, He loves you. 

 

5. Ephesians is about what is true (doctrine) in chapters 1-3, and 
what to do (practice) in chapters 4-6. Discuss how this simple 
outline of the book is reflected in the following statement from 
John Stott- 
“The whole letter is thus a magnificent combination of Christian 
doctrine and Christian duty, Christian faith and Christian life, 
what God has done through Christ and what we must be and do 
in consequence.”
